A Tragic Commemoration 

The tragedy of the Roe vs. Wade decision is 
aptly connected with today's readings that     
accent the theme of repentance. "Repent" is  
the first message of Jesus as he begins his 
public ministry (today's Gospel). It was also the 
first message of John the Baptizer as he began 
preparing the way for Christ (Mark 1:4), and 
was the first theme that Peter proclaimed on  
the first Pentecost (Acts 2:38). The preaching  
of Jonah foreshadowed all of this, and the work 
of the Church today echoes it. 

Many believers, as they learn more about the 
facts of abortion and Roe vs. Wade, think that 
our first spiritual duty in the face of abortion is  
to pray. But it is not. Our first duty is to repent. 
God does not simply prohibit us from commit-
ting abortion. He prohibits us from tolerating it. 
He calls us to become active in fighting it.              
 
On January 22, 1973, the Supreme Court, in 
the Roe vs. Wade decision, made its worst  
mistake in history. By declaring that children in 
the womb are not "persons," it opened the door 
to tens of millions of abortions. 
 
According to the Alan Guttmacher Institute    
(the research arm of Planned Parenthood, 
which is the single largest source of abortions  
in America), in 2005, 1.21 million abortions   
took place in the United States. Some 42,350  
of these occurred on women who were 16 to   
20 weeks pregnant; over 13,310 occurred on 
women who were 21 weeks or more into their 
pregnancy. In the light of CDC government 
data, one can conclude that over 64,000     
abortions in a year are performed on women 
who had had three or more previous abortions. 
From 1973 through 2005, more than 45 million 
legal abortions occurred in our country. 

Indeed, as we mark another Roe vs. Wade 
commemoration, it is time for all of us to get   
involved in the efforts to end abortion. Visit 
www.priestsforlife.org/action to learn what you 
can do.

Each January, three observances converge that reinforce each other and summon the Christian world to work 
together against injustice. January 15 is the birthday of Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., and on or around that 
day we observe a national holiday in his honor. A week later, on January 22, we recall the tragic decision made 
that day in 1973 by the Supreme Court in Roe vs. Wade, unleashing a policy of abortion on demand. On or 
around January 22, large rallies and marches for life are held from coast to coast. And from January 18 to 25th 
each year, the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity is observed. These three great movements are deeply inter-
twined. 
 
Jesus Christ prayed that his followers would be one, as he and the Father are one. Authentic Christian unity 
does not mean pretending there are no serious doctrinal disagreements between denominations. It does mean 
working to come to a deeper understanding of what those differences are and are not, as well as recognizing and 
building on the real unity that does exist in our common affirmation of Christ and his Lordship in our lives and 
in the world. 
 
That affirmation of Christ requires that we work to fight injustice. In his encyclical letter on Christian Unity, 
issued in 1995, Pope John Paul II wrote, "Many Christians from all Communities, by reason of their faith, are 
jointly involved in bold projects aimed at changing the world by inculcating respect for the rights and needs of 
everyone, especially the poor, the lowly, and the defenseless...Christians who once acted independently are now 
engaged together in the service of this cause, so that God's mercy may triumph" (n. 43).
