The recommendations: *Part IIT*

Broad-based legalization.-For those in this country without
proper immigration documentation, opportunities should be
provided for them to obtain legalization if they can demonstrate
good moral character and have built up equities in this country.
Such an "earned" legalization should be achievable and inde-
pendently verifiable. Restoration of due process.-In recent
years, immigrants have been subject to laws and policies that
debase our country's fundamental commitment to individual
liberties and due process such as: detention for months without
charges, secret hearings and ethnic profiling:1We are a nation
with a long, rich tradition of welcoming newcomers. Govern-
ment policies that unfairly and inappropriately confuse immi-
gration with terrorism do not make us safer, tarnish our heritage
and damage our standing abroad. The bishops urge our govern-
ment to revisit these laws and to make the appropriate changes
consistent with due process rights.

-Mark 13: 33-37 If you think that AIDS is no longer a concern
in the United States, the following might make you reconsider:

Every 9.5 minutes, someone in US is infected with HIV.

In July 02009, in Washington DC, 3% of its population had HIV.
Nearly 48% of all 9-12 graders had already had intercourse.

People over 50 years old, have suffered a 500% increase in HIV infec-
tions. The South accounted for almost half (46%) of new AIDS cases
in 2007 and the greatest number of AIDS-related deaths. In Florida,
the rate of new HIV infections has soared to more than 60% above the
national average Americans who say that they have seen, heard or read
about HIV/AIDS in the US has fallen from 34% six years ago, to just
14% today. To think that AIDS is under control in the US is a myth.
