DON’T BE ANXIOUS

One can wonder how Luke’s Gospel passage
today might have been different if Mary, not Martha, had
been the one to complain to Jesus, if Mary had said
“Lord, look at her! Here you are sharing your wisdom and
all she can think about is supper.” Jesus may have noted,
as Luke does, that Martha was burdened with much
serving. Later in his writings, this same evangelist will
describe in Acts how the early community set aside
people whose ministry it is to see to the serving at table.

As a fully human person, Jesus knew the human
needs that had to be tended. He doesn’t deny this, nor
does he chastise Martha for her working in service. He
chides her for being anxious and worried. How can
Martha—or any of us—be anxious or worried about the
serving that needs to be done when we do it in the context
of the Lord’s will and wisdom? The Church has done
more than any other institution to bear the heavy burdens
of serving the ill, the uneducated, the suffering; has been
“Martha” to countless of the little ones whom Christ told
us were his very presence. But the Church has borne the
burdens of service from the position of Mary: at the feet
of the Lord, listening to and being guided by his word.

RESPECT LIFE ON BIO-ETHICS

Last week we pointed out the techniques for assisting fertility.
New medical techniques are morally permissible if they re-
spect: a) the right to life and to physical integrity of every hu-
man being; b) the unity of marriage, which means reciprocal
respect for the right within marriage to become a father or
mother only together with the other spouse; and c) the specifi-
cally human values of sexuality which require that the procrea-
tion of a human person come about as the fruit of the conjugal
act specific to the love between spouses. Therefore, techniques
that act as an aid to the conjugal act and its fertility and tech-
niques aimed at removing obstacles to natural fertilization are
permitted and licit. And adoption is encouraged so many chil-
dren may receive a home. In vitro fertilization and the deliber-
ate destruction of embryos (IVF).- Even in the most advanced
centers of artificial fertilization, the number of embryos sacri-
ficed is above 80%. Thus the IVF proceeds as if the human
embryo were simply a mass of cells to be used, selected and
discarded. More couples (with or without fertility problems)
are using artificial means of procreation in order to engage in
genetic selection of their offspring. This manipulation

of the human being in hislher embryonic state is an utilitarian
treatment, represents an enormous number of abortion and
weakens the respect owed to every human. One of its varieties
is the Intracytoplasmic sperm injection or ICSI. To improve the
chances of IVF success, the procedure is repeated by using the
freezing or cryopreservation of embryos. It exposes the em-
bryos to serious risk of death or physical harm, since a high
percentage does not survive the process of freezing and thaw-
ing; deprives them -temporarily- of maternal reception and
gestation; and, exposes them to further offense and manipula-
tion. Now, what to do with the with the thousands of not used
frozen embryos? .. Use them for research or treatment of dis-
ease; thaw them without reactivating them and use them for
research as if they were normal cadavers; put them at the dis-
posal of infertile couples as treatment for infertility; allow a
form of prenatal adoption... Bottom line they should be pro-
tected by law as human persons. For the same reasons and for
this specific purpose the freezing of oocytes is considered mor-
ally unacceptable. Mostly, the transfer of multiple embryos
into the mother's womb has increased the frequency of multiple
pregnancy. The "solution" is the embryo reduction, a procedure
to exterminate the embryos or fetuses in the womb. This is an
intentional selective abortion. Next we will share other prob-

lems and the new procedures...
