RESPECT LIFE ON BIO-ETHICS 
The use of genetic engineering not for medical treatment but to 
introduce alterations with the presumed aim of improving and 
strengthening the gene pool, would promote a eugenic mental-
ity and lead to indirect social stigma to people who lack certain 
qualities, while privileging qualities that are appreciated by a 
certain culture or society. The fundamental truth of equality 
between human beings, expressed in the principle of justice, 
will be violated damaging the peaceful coexistence among per-
sons [who would establish which modifications are positive or 
negative, which are the limits for each request...?] 
 
The negativity of this interventions implies an unjust domina-
tion of man over man; and, an attempt of man to take the place 
of his Creator.  
 
Human c1oning.- Human cloning is a depersonalized way to 
reproduce, in which human beings are manufactured in the 
laboratory to preset specifications. It is the asexual or agametic 
reproduction of the entire human organism in order to produce 
one or more copies which, from a genetic perspective, are sub-
stantially identical to the single original. -The techniques to 
achieve this would be the artificial embryo twinning and cell 
nuclear transfer-. 
 
Cloning is proposed for two basic purposes: a) reproduction: to 
obtain the birth of a baby; b) medical therapy or research. 
Reproductive cloning imposes a predetermined genetic identity 
to the resulting individual hence becoming a biological slave. 
"The originality of every person is a consequence of the par-
ticular relationship that exists between God and a human being 
from the first moment of his existence ... " 
 
Therapeutic cloning is proposed to produce embryonic stem 
cells with a predetermined genetic patrimony to overcome the 
immune system rejection. Meaning create embryos with the 
intention of destroying them, even with the intention of helping 
the sick, is incompatible with human dignity. "It is gravely im-
moral to sacrifice a human life for therapeutic ends. "
