GRATITUDE FOR GOD’S CALL 
 
If you were to write a letter to a friend or colleague, 
would you make a shopping list of your flaws? Might we 
all not, instead, chat about the events of life, our achieve-
ments, perhaps how our stock, or that of our children or 
others we know, has risen a bit? In his letter to Timothy, 
Paul reinforces the lessons of the scriptures of the past 
few Sundays: how we must humble ourselves, how our 
strength is in God alone, how we can be strong or exalted 
only in Christ. The fact that we are still standing in the 
presence of the Lord despite all our shortcomings is a sign 
of divine patience. Paul writes to Timothy that gratitude is 
his response to God’s mercy, to God’s grace and love 
poured out in Christ Jesus. Paul is grateful that God con-
sidered him trustworthy to be appointed to his vocation, 
his ministry to spread the Good News of Jesus Christ eve-
rywhere. In this, we are shown that our own response to 
God for whatever vocation God has for chosen us is to be 
gratitude. And that gratitude ought to refuel us to continue 
the mission of spreading the Good News everywhere.

RESPECT LIFE ON ABORTION 
For some of us Roe versus Wade means everyday death and 
sorrow, for some of us is just a vague memory, yet for some of 
us it means nothing. But it is the central court decision that   
created current abortion law in the United States. 
 
In 1973, in the case Roe v. Wade, the Supreme Court ruled 
legalizing abortion nationwide, ruled that women had a 
constitutional right to abortion. The Court said that a fetus is 
not a person but "potential life" and does not have constitutional 
rights of its own. The same day in Doe v. Bolton, the Court 
decided that a woman's right to an abortion could not be limited 
by the state if abortion was sought for reasons of maternal 
health -any reason concerning a woman's well-being (virtually 
anything)-, throughout the nine months of pregnancy. 
In 1992, in the case Planned Parenthood v. Casey, the Supreme 
Court reaffirmed Roe v. Wade largely because admitting error 
and reversing a prior decision would undermine the Court's 
authority; and also, because Americans had come to rely on 
legalized abortion as a backup for contraceptive failure. 
In 2000, in Stenberg v. Carhart, the Supreme Court ruled that a 
state could not prohibit the killing during the process of birth 
called "partial birth abortion" (which means that after the partial 
delivery of the body of the baby, he or she will be killed by 
crushing the skull or removing the brain by suction). 
 
In 2007, in Gonzalez v. Carhart, the Supreme Court overturned 
these last rulings and upheld the federal law prohibiting the 
brutal and inhumane partial-birth abortion procedure. 
 
The legacy of Roe v. Wade is virtually incalculable: 
- the deaths of millions whose lives were destroyed before birth 
and even during the very process of being born 
- "women who are often left alone to bear the deep sorrow and 
regret which follow the decision to destroy the life of an unborn 
child" - John Paul II 
- men who grieve because they could not "choose" to protect a 
child they helped bring into existence 
- a society increasingly coarsened by toleration and acceptance 
of acts that purposely destroy human life. "When the killing of 
the innocent is sanctioned by law. the distinction between good 
and evil is obscured. .. " - John Paul II 
As Christians, we are called toward the most needy, voiceless 
and defenseless among us not only as social thinkers but as 
social actors too. We will share some ways to become actors…
