BALANCE

Today’s scriptures emphasize the fundamental
link between love of God and love of
our neighbors, especially those who
are most in need. Love of God should /
compel us to love the people whom
God cherishes. Conversely, work for
justice and charity for those in need
should be rooted in our love of God.

That connection and balance, however, isn’t
always easy to maintain in our lives. Even in religious
orders we find that some Christians are more oriented
toward contemplation and prayer, while others are more
active in reaching out to those who are oppressed. Today
Jesus reminds us of the necessity for both in the life of
faith.

How important do you think it is for Jesus to answer
which is the greatest of all the commandments? He
does not simply say to love God, but qualifies his
response by saying we are to love God with all of our
heart, mind, body and soul. To Jesus, a half-hearted
response to God is not enough. Jesus’ explanation
calls forth from us a complete surrender to God in
love and a total giving of ourselves to Him and for
our neighbors. Though sometimes we find ourselves
FIGHTING for LOVE, I believe we can always save
the day with Love.

She was
very grateful. She cried and said she was so happy
they parked in the wrong place and | was there. |
am grateful . . .

A Well-Formed Conscience

The Church equips its members to address political and social questions by helping them to develop a well-
formed conscience. Catholics have a serious and lifelong obligation to form their consciences in accord with
human reason and the teachlng of the Church. Conscience is not something that allows us to Justlfy domg
whatever we want, nor is it a mere “feeling” about what we should or should not do. Rather, conscience is
the voice of God resounding in the human heart, revealing the truth to us and calling us to do what is good
while shunning what is evil. Conscience always requires serious attempts to make sound moral judgments
based on the truths of our faith. As stated in the Catechism of the Catholic Church, “Conscience is a judgment of
reason whereby the human person recognizes the moral quality of a concrete act that he is going to perform,
is in the process of performing, or has already completed. In all he says and does, man is obliged to follow
taithfully what he knows to be just and right” (no. 1778).

The formation of conscience includes several elements. First, there is a desire to embrace goodness and
truth. For Catholics this begins with a willingness and openness to seek the truth and what is right by
studying Sacred Scripture and the teaching of the Church as contained in the Catechism of the Catholic Church.
It is also important to examine the facts and background information about various choices. Finally, prayer-
tul reflection is essential to discern the will of God. Catholics must also understand that if they fail to form
their consciences they can make erroneous judgments.
