HOPEFUL EXPECTATION 
 Our liturgical year begins with the season of Ad-
vent—a time of hopeful expectation of the coming of the 
Lord. On the First Sunday of Advent we look forward to 
the end of time when we will awaken to the dawn of 
Christ’s new day.  
 Today we hear Isaiah speak of a day when God’s 
power will have brought universal peace and God’s Word 
will have instructed all people, radiating God’s 
“light” (teachings) into all of human society. Only when 
humanity walks “in the light of the LORD” (Isaiah 2:5), 
when all people desire to be instructed “in [God’s] 
ways” (Isaiah 2:3), will the world be set aright and our 
deepest longings fulfilled. The reading from Romans calls 
us to “awake from sleep” for this final “day is at 
hand” (Romans 13:11, 12). Together this Sunday’s scrip-
tures proclaim our Christian faith that Jesus is the One 
who will finally come to fulfill God’s plan of salvation.

RESPECT LIFE                                                      END OF LIFE 
Some of us will die sudden-unexpected deaths, but most of us will 
not. 
 
Our catholic faith encourages prayerful reflection on death and 
responsible preparation for it in light of our teachings. In our 
tradition there are principles for making decisions about the 
initiating or continuing of medical treatments. 
 
Because human life is a gift from God we have a duty to preserve it. 
However, because through death we enter into eternal life, 
treatments or procedures that offer little or no hope of benefit and 
cause undue burden may be refused. 
 
Besides, the whole process of planning now for the hour of death is 
a concrete way to express our care and love for our family and 
friends should we become unable to express our own wishes. It will 
allow them to know our desires clearly, especially since they will be 
the ones facing the difficult and painful decisions. 
 
The Catholic Declaration on Life and Death is a health care 
advance directive for Florida's Catholics. It is approved by the 
Bishops of Florida and conforms to both Florida law and the 
teaching of the Church. It is for everyone of legal age, not just 
senior citizens. 
 
"A health care advance directive is a written or oral statement 
made and witnessed in advance of serious illness or irljury to 
address medical situations that may arise when a person becomes 
unable to make one's own decisions ... There are two forms of 
advance directives: 
. the designation of health care surrogate, which authorizes a 
person to make decisions for the incapacitated patient; and, 
. the living will, which gives instructions to physicians and 
caregivers regarding medical care and treatment at the end of life· 
The catholic declaration on life and death merges both forms into 
one directive. " 
 
(Aside from the catholic declaration on life and death, there are 
many forms of living will but we have to be very careful since not 
all of them are consistent with our Catholic teaching.)

When in doubt about 
dying decisions you can also call the National Catholic Bioethics 
Center's consultation line that is a 24 hour free of charge ethics 
consultation service at 215-877-2660.
