REASON TO REJOICE 
 Dark violet is used throughout Advent to ex-
press its character as a season of spiritual preparation 
for Christmas and “the coming of the Lord.” But on the 
Third Sunday of Advent, formerly known as Gaudete 
(Latin for “rejoice”) Sunday, rose may be added to the 
liturgical environment. The entire liturgy is infused with 
a spirit of rejoicing.  
 Today’s first reading and Gospel proclaim the 
reality of God’s saving work in our midst. Isaiah exu-
berantly describes the idyllic transformation of all crea-
tion as a result of God’s presence in the midst of the 
people. In the Gospel, Jesus connects Isaiah’s prophecy 
with what is happening in his own ministry. In addition 
to the list of healings from Isaiah (the blind, the lame, 
lepers, and the deaf), Jesus’ presence brings two other 
reasons for rejoicing: “The dead are raised, and the poor 
have the good news proclaimed to them” (Matthew 
11:5).

First Reading — The barren deserts will rejoice and 
flower. Tired bodies will receive strength. Aching 
hearts will be made glad (Isaiah 35:1-6a, 10). 
Psalm — Lord, come and save us (Psalm 146). 
Second Reading — Be patient, for the coming of the 
Lord is as sure as the rain (James 5:7-10). 
Gospel — Tell of what you hear and see: The blind re-
gain their vision, the crippled their movement, the deaf 
their hearing. The dead are raised to new life!

I CAN WAIT 
 Today Saint James urges us to be patient, “because the 
coming of the Lord is at hand” (James 5:8). “Being patient” 
means enduring without complaint. The farmer must wait for 
the sun, rain, and good earth to do their work, while the farmer 
weeds, fertilizes, and keeps away pests. Thus it is in Advent: 
God is sending us a savior, but we must prepare for his coming. 
Yet children are born impatient. Everyone has seen toddlers 
“melt down” when they have to wait. Advent is four weeks—a 
long time for children. Many families use Advent calendars and 
Bible stories to focus their children on the unfolding of this 
season. They go to Advent penance services and choose gifts 
for people named on the parish giving tree. They light the Ad-
vent wreath before meals and pray together. The time a family 
spends savoring God’s good time helps children see the impor-
tance of waiting, watching, and learning.

THE BODY OF CHRIST HAS AIDS: 
IF ONE OF US IS INFECTED, ALL OF US ARE AFFECTED 
 
"Love one another as I love you" - John 15: 12 
 
Let's repeat what we said the first time: "When HIV/AIDS was first 
identified in the early 1980's, few would have predicted the 
tremendous loss of life, massive suffering, and global devastation 
the disease has caused in the last three decades, destroying the 
lives of individuals, families and even entire towns and villages. In 
this context, the Church call us to live and act as informed 
citizens and faithful disciples ..." 
 
It is a pandemic. While Saharan Africa contains quite two thirds of 
those living with AIDS, little could we suspect that in Washington 
DC we have 1 in 30 adults infected with HIV. This shows that in 
some places within our nation, the prevalence of HIV infected 
people is even higher than -for example- in Ethiopia, Nigeria or 
Rwanda.California, New York are not far away. Neither are we in 
Florida. 
 
The initial concern for this reality and the development of new 
drugs -antiretroviraI therapy- decreased the number of new cases 
and prolonged the span of life of those infected. 
 
Nevertheless in the last decade complacency and apathy [thinking 
that we have controlled the problem, that using condom will solve 
the problem, that those infected have a treatment], have done 
nothing but hid and ignore the propagation of HIV. And statistics 
show, for example, that more than 1 million Americans are HIVin-
fected and more than 20% of them are not aware their carrying 
the virus. 
 
Even though HIV, in our country, has a higher prevalence 
between the disenfranchised and socially marginalized; we must 
always remember that HIV/AIDS affects the young and the old, 
male and female, straight and gay, rich and poor, white, 
black, latino, asian, indigenous, anyone ...
