WHAT IS ALIVE IN CHRIST? Itisa5 Year Fund
Campaign Drive initiated in 2007-08 participated in by
all the 90 communities in the Diocese of Orlando; with St
Theresa as one of the first 10 Parishes to begin to raise
funds and help build its church Project. The Campaign
also provides parishes with the opportunity to support Di-
ocesan Projects and the Catholic Foundation. The Parish
Purpose was to reach the Challenge Goal of 1.5 Million
to help lower the loan amount (kind of) “raising money for
the down payment. “. (A brochure is available at the foyer
of the Church for more details).

WHAT IS PROJECT GROWTH? The RegularSecond
Collection was initiated and has proven to be a strong ex-
ercise of support by the parishioners through the years.;
recommended by the Finance Council as a very helpful
and sustaining way to generate funds. Project Growth (PG)
is not part of our Parish Operational Expense or shall I say
“Our Parish Home Bills”. (That is why it is separated from
the 1st Collection) PG was created years before ALIVE IN
CHRIST campaign drive, as a regular means to support
our building project unlike the 5 year Alive in Christ Cam-
paign that will only be around until we complete our 1.5
million goal.
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The pastoral council serves as a consultative body to the pastor.
1t needs to be made clear that the pastoral visioning and planning
function of the council and the day-to-day administrative opera-
tions of the parish are two separate and distinct areas of respon-
sibility. The pastor, and parish staff are responsible for routine
decision-making which needs to take place for the parish to func-
tion efficiently and effectively on a daily basis. Daily decision-
making is the responsibility of those whose job description en-
compasses such judgments. These day-to-day operational deci-
sions are not the responsibility of the pastoral council, whose
role is to guide the community in the discernment, expression,
and fulfillment of its pastoral mission.

Aside from the pastor, who serves to preside, council members
serve in the variety of roles. These council roles may be per-
formed by certain individuals for an indefinite period of time,
lending continuity and stability to the process. Councils may
want to rotate these roles on a periodic basis, but would be best
served by not doing so too often.
