SUMMONED BY GOD

As Christmas draws near, Advent’s scriptures
lure us into a world of dreams, signs, wonders, and the
miracle of the virgin birth. Too often we allow the great
stories of our faith, the ones that are most familiar, simply
to wash over us. Today’s Gospel account of the events
leading up to the birth of the Lord reads like a present-day
soap opera. Yet Joseph’s courage, even
in the midst of what must have been an
incredibly confusing time, provides a
model for us. Each week, we are
summoned by God to embrace the
way of goodness and truth through the
proclamation of God’s holy word. Like Joseph, we are
called to do as the Lord commands us. As we stand at the
threshold of Christmas, let us have the courage to be open
to whatever it is that the Lord will require of us as we
celebrate the miracle of Bethlehem.

Its origins are found in the medieval mystery plays
which depicted the tree of paradise and the Christmas light or candle which symbolized Christ, the Light
. of the world. According to custom, the Christmas tree is set up just before Christmas and may remain
¢ in place until the solemnity of Epiphany. In the home, the Christmas tree may be blessed by a parent
or another family member, in connection with the evening meal on the Vigil of Christmas or at another
suitable time on Christmas Day. The lights of the tree are illuminated after the prayer of blessing.

All make the sign of the cross as the leader says:
Blessed be the name of the Lord.
All reply: Now and for ever.

Holy Lord, we come with joy to celebrate the birth of your Son, Who rescued us from the darkness of sin by making

the cross a tree of life and light. May this tree, arrayed in splendor, remind us of the life-giving cross of Christ, that
