THE CALL OF THE GOOD SHEPHERD 
The Twenty-third Psalm, today’s 
responsorial psalm, is arguably the 
best known of all the psalms. The 
line that reads “Even though I walk 
in the dark valley / I fear no evil; 
for you are at my side / with your 
rod and your staff / that give me 
courage” (Psalm 23:4) connects this 
week’s scriptures to the wonderful 
story of the road to Emmaus, which we heard last week. 
The Lord Jesus, our Good Shepherd, is constantly at our 
side. He calls us each by name, beckoning us into a 
deeper relationship with him. That call, issued to each of 
us at the moment of our baptism, carries with it the prom-
ise of the Good Shepherd: “I came so that they might 
have life and have it more abundantly” (John 10:10). 

First Reading — All peoples called by God will receive 
the gift of the Spirit if they repent and are baptized (Acts 
2:14a, 36-41). 
Psalm — The Lord is my shepherd; there is nothing I 
shall want (Psalm 23). 
Second Reading — Once we were like straying sheep; 
but now we have been returned to the shepherd, our 
guardian (1 Peter 2:20b-25). 
Gospel — The shepherd leads the sheep out into pastures 
of abundant life  (John 10:1-10).

The Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate Conception in 
Washington, D.C., is the largest Catholic Church in North America and 
is one of the ten largest in the world.  Dedicated to the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, patroness of the United States under her title of the Immaculate 
Conception, it features over 70 chapels and oratories honoring the 
Blessed Mother. 

The Shrine's first chapel outside of the Crypt Church commemorates 
the Marian apparitions to St. Bernadette Soubirous, a 14-year-old 
peasant girl, at the Grotto of Massabielle in Lourdes, France in 1858. 

An imitation of the Grotto, this chapel was constructed with a rock  
formation, low lighting, and statue of Mary in the alcove. The sanctuary 
and altar are separated from the nave of the chapel by an intricate 
wrought iron grille. Above the gate reads: "I am the Immaculate Con-
ception," the name used by the Virgin to identify herself to Bernadette.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 The Blessed Sacrament was not reserved in 
church buildings in the first centuries of the church. 
In those early years, of course, people met in borrowed 
“house churches,” gathering on the Lord’s Day for 
community, apostolic teaching, the breaking of the 
bread, and the prayers, as Acts of the Apostles tells us. 
Dispersed, people went their way into the workaday 
world until the next assembly. Weighing down their 
hearts was the absence of brothers and sisters, not only 
the sick, but those imprisoned for the faith. No wonder 
they developed a way of extending the food of the 
Holy Table to them. 
 Forty years ago, every altar boy in training 
heard about Saint Tarcisius. He was a twelve-year-old 
boy at the time of intense persecution in fourth-century 
Rome. His community had begun to convey the conse-
crated bread from their Eucharist to those condemned 
to death or awaiting trial. Normally deacons did this, 
but on one occasion, it was necessary to send the boy 
to bear the holy mysteries to the prison. The legend 
says that he was an athlete, and was detained on the 
way by some playmates who wanted him to join in 
their game. When he refused, they demanded to know 
what he was carrying. The situation went from bad 
to worse, and he was badly beaten and died of his 
injuries. A hundred years later, a pope called him a 
second St. Stephen. In the nineteenth century, Cardinal 
Nicholas Wiseman of England wrote a novel in which 
he expanded the story and popularized it. By then, no 
one seemed to notice that this twelve-year-old was 
actually touching and ministering the Eucharist, un-
thinkable until recently. Scholars say the story rings 
true: the first reason for setting some Eucharistic bread 
aside was not adoration, but Communion of the sick.

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. . . You Have Been Sent! 

The appearances of the risen Lord were not just to show 
off, to boast that death could not keep Him down, any more 
than the reappearance of Paul and Barnabas after they had 
been thrown out of the city was not simply because they 
wanted to pick a fight. Each time Jesus appeared to His 
disciples, including His last appearance before His Ascen-
sion into heaven, He gave them a mission. He sent them 
forth to baptize, to proclaim the Good News, to do this in 
remembrance of Him. 

In fact, this is the role of the laity emphasized by the Sec-
ond Vatican Council, which needs to be restored and deep-
ened in the life of the Church in this new evangelization. 
The role of the laity is not to take the place of the priest or 
to perform as many liturgical functions as possible. Rather, 
it is to go forth from the celebration of the Word of the Lord 
and the reception of the sacrament of His Body and Blood, 
and to spread the Gospel at home, at work, and throughout 
society and our world. ITE, MISSA EST! Go, you have been 
sent! 

“My Sheep Hear My Voice” 

Now it becomes clearer why we forget the deepest meaning 
of Easter white: because remembering means that, in one 
way or another, we will have to pour out our very selves, 
witnessing by our charity as well as by our example, speak-
ing up when attitudes and values taught by Christ are being 
ignored or ridiculed. Yes, there can be blood shed when 
different types of freedom clash, when unpopular truths are 
recalled and defended. Indeed, it is so much easier to stay 
among our own or to just keep quiet and mind our own 
business. Otherwise, it could get messy, even bloody, and 
the threat of this is increasingly evident in our own times. 

Why didn’t this bother Paul and Barnabas, or the others 
who suffered the persecution in those early days? Why 
were there so many gathered in heaven clothed in white 
washed by the blood of the lamb? Why have there been 
more martyrs for the faith rather than less in these recent 
decades? 

It must be because these faithful remember the words of 
Jesus in today’s Gospel, words by which we too must       
be strengthened to live our faith even more openly and  
courageously: “My sheep hear my voice. I know them, and 
they follow me. I give them eternal life, and they shall never 
perish. No one can take them out of my hand. My Father, 
who has given them to me, is greater than all, and no one 
can take them out of the Father’s hand. The Father and I 
are one” (Jn. 10: 27–30).
