SHARE THE HOPE 
 The readings for today’s celebration of the 
Ascension of the Lord once again 
remind us that as Christians we are 
people of hope. In the second reading 
Saint Paul eloquently exhorts the 
Ephesians to enlighten their hearts 
so that they will know the hope and 
glory that come from being people 
who place their trust in the Lord 
Jesus. In the story of the Ascension, recounted in the 
first reading, the Lord Jesus assures the disciples that 
the Holy Spirit’s power will come upon them. Finally, 
in the Gospel, the Lord lets the disciples know that their 
mission is to spread the hope of the gospel to all the 
nations. This wonderful feast keeps our eyes focused on 
the hope in which we were grounded on the day of our 
baptism. 

First Reading — Jesus tells the disciples that they will 
be witnesses to the ends of the earth (Acts 1:1-11). 
Psalm — God mounts his throne to shouts of joy: a blare 
of trumpets for the Lord (Psalm 47). 
Second Reading — May the Father of glory give you a 
Spirit of wisdom and revelation (Ephesians 1:17-23). 
Gospel — Jesus instructs the eleven to baptize and teach 
people of all nations (Matthew 28:16-20).

SNAPSHOT of the American Church 
Catholics in the United States number 

more than 69.1 million, and represent 23 
percent of the population. Approximately 

26.4 million Catholics in the U.S. are 
 Hispanic, 2.3 million are Black and 

493,615 are Native American. 
In 2006, infant baptisms totaled 953,688. 

There were 64,464 adult baptisms and 
92,975 converts were received into the 
Catholic Church. American Catholics are 

served by 18,992 parishes. On average,   
an American parish has 3,254 members. 
There are 15 American cardinals, five of 
whom are not diocesan bishops, and four of 

whom are retired. Of the 431 American 
bishops, 268 are active. The Church in the 

U. S. is served by 42, 271 diocesan and 
Religious order priests. In addition, 
14,493 American men have been 

ordained permanent deacons and 5,180 
men are enrolled as seminarians.

Human Life Exalted 

Jesus prayed on the night before he died, 
"Father, give me the glory I had with you before 
the world began." How is the glory he has in  
the Ascension different from the glory he had 
“before the world began?" It differs only in that 
now, he has it in a human nature. Our humanity 
has been taken to the heights of heaven, fulfill-
ing the destiny God intended for human life from 
the beginning. Revelation 3:21 declares, "To the 
one who gains the victory, I will give the right to 
sit with me on my throne." God's plan for us is 
not just that we will gather around the throne   
or fall down before the throne, but that we will 
sit with him on the throne! This hope extended 
to the human family by the Gospel is directly 
contradicted when the same human beings  
destined for the heights of heaven are attacked 
by violence, degraded in their dignity, or put to 
death by things like abortion. The human nature 
Jesus brings to glory in the Ascension is the 
same human nature you and I share, and the 
same human nature that the babies in the 
womb share. Celebrating the Ascension in daily 
life means treating each human life as one   
destined to sit with Christ on his throne.
