LABORERS NEEDED 
 Today’s scriptures employ 
mixed metaphors—images of sheep 
and shepherds, priests and people, 
harvest and laborers—all of which 
intermingle to create a web of meaning 
on which we have based our under-
standing of Christian vocations. Above 
all, these images help us see Christian vocations as 
an extension and expression of Jesus’ own ministry in 
the world. They lend themselves especially well to a 
reflection on the vocation to ordained priesthood. The 
scriptures for today help us understand the role of the 
ordained in the life of the Church. They also encourage 
us to pray for an increase in the number of candidates for 
priestly ordination, for “the harvest is abundant but the 
laborers are few” (Matthew 9:37).  

 
First Reading — You shall be my special possession, 
dearer to me than all others (Exodus 19:2-6a). 
Psalm — We are his people: the sheep of 
his flock (Psalm 100). 
Second Reading — We boast of God 
through Christ Jesus, though whom we have 
been reconciled (Romans 5:6-11). 

Gospel — Jesus commissioned the Twelve: 
Cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse 
lepers, drive out demons 
(Matthew 9:3 — 10:8).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 In many parish churches, more rarely in    
monastery churches and cathedrals, the tabernacle with 
the Blessed Sacrament is visible from a doorway or 
aisle in the church. Normally, a person is to give the 
proper sign of reverence, a genuflection, when passing 
in proximity to the tabernacle. The word “genuflect” 
comes from Latin roots meaning bending (or flexing) 
the knee. A common-sense exception to the rule is for 
a sacristan who is taking care of the church and can’t 
be genuflecting every thirty seconds during a vacuum 
run. Also excepted are persons in procession entrusted 
with important symbols of the Lord’s presence. So, a 
crossbearer or a minister carrying the Gospel book, or 
ministers on their way to their Communion stations do 
not genuflect. For everyone else, the usual sign of   
reverence for the Lord’s presence in the Blessed     
Sacrament is to genuflect on the right knee. 
 The oldest form of reverence during prayer in 
our tradition is standing; kneeling or genuflecting is a 
sign borrowed from old civic practice. The posture of 
kneeling, even on one knee, is a sign of submission. 
Servants would take this position before their masters 
in the ancient world. It said: I’m not running away, I’m 
yours, I’m here for you. This is what your genuflection 
says when you enter a Catholic church where the place 
of reservation of the Blessed Sacrament is visible to 
you: I’m Yours.

EIGHT WAYS TO ENCOURAGE VOCATIONS 

1. Be faith-filled people. Pray for guidance in decisions, and 
seek to deepen your relationship with God. 

2. Let Christian values guide you. Be generous and of service 
to others. 

3. Pray. Let the children see you pray and pray with them in 
ordinary and extraordinary circumstances. 

4. Share faith. Talk with children about how faith affects your 
life. 

5. Make and demand sacrifice. Help children see both by 
example and by what you expect of them that a holy and 
happy life involves sacrifice. 

6. Stay in touch. Get to know priests and religious by inter-
acting with them as opportunities arise so that you are 
comfortable with them and understand their commitment. 

7. Educate. Teach children you know about the option of a 
call to religious life or priesthood as well as the call to   
marriage or single life. 

8. Support. If a child or young adult speaks of a desire to be  
a priest, deacon, brother or sister, be supportive.
